Do Not Love the World 
15 Do not love the world or the things in 
the world. If anyone loves the world, the 
love of the Father is not in him. 16 For 
all that is in the world—the lust of the 
flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride 
of life—is not of the Father but is of the 
world. 
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The “Big Three” Against Eve

1. The lust of the flesh (“when the woman 
saw that the tree was good for food…” 
Gen. 3:6) 

2. The lust of the eyes (“that it was pleasant 
to the eyes…” Gen. 3:6) 

3. The pride of life (“(NKJV) and a tree 
desirable to make one wise…” Gen. 3:6)
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The “Big Three” Against Jesus
1. The lust of the flesh (“command this stone 

to become bread.” Lk. 4:3) 

2. The lust of the eyes (The Devil showing 
Jesus all the kingdoms of the world and be 
given authority over it. (Lk. 4:5-6) 

3. The pride of life (Satan encouraged Jesus 
to jump off the pinnacle of the Temple  (Lk. 
4:9-10)
