1 Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times 
some will depart from the faith, giving heed to 
deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons, 2 
speaking lies in hypocrisy, having their own 
conscience seared with a hot iron, 3 forbidding 
(keeping from or withstand) to marry, and 
commanding to abstain from foods which God 
created to be received with thanksgiving by those 
who believe and know the truth.



Romans 13:11-14 (NKJV) 
11 And do this, knowing the time, that now it is high 
time to awake out of sleep; for now our salvation is 
nearer than when we first believed. 12 The night is 
far spent, the day is at hand. Therefore let us cast 
off the works of darkness, and let us put on the 
armor of light. 13 Let us walk properly, as in the 
day, not in revelry and drunkenness, not in 
lewdness and lust, not in strife and envy. 14 But put 
on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision 
for the flesh, to fulfill its lusts.

19 So then, after the Lord had spoken 
to them, He was received up into 
heaven, and sat down at the right 
hand of God. 20 And they went out and 
preached everywhere, the Lord 
working with them and confirming the 
word through the accompanying 
signs.
